It had become very 
clear that: (a) the House members 
could not agree among them-
selves on an approach to school 
finance reforms; (b) Senators

 May Meeting 

          The TML Board unanimously voted to 
oppose revenue caps, an appraisal cap of 
three percent, and a requirement that local 
elected officials serve on appraisal boards of 
any description.  
          While the governor and his staff ac-
tively pushed these proposals, they never 
gained much momentum among legislators. 
Revenue caps were not seriously considered 
in either chamber; neither were elected offi-
cial appraisal boards. The House-passed bill 
(4H.B.1) included a five-percent appraisal 
cap; that is, it would have limited residen-
tial property appraisals to an increase of no 
more than five percent per year. (The cur-
rent limit is ten percent per year.) The Sen-
ate also considered a five-percent cap, but it 
was never approved by the Senate Finance 
Committee. 
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          Ellis County Republican Women par-
ticipated in the Annual Ennis National 
Polka Festival Parade with a float designed 
by member Sue Tuner.  The parade was on 
Saturday, May 29 at 10:00 am in Down-
town Ennis.  There were seven members 
representing the ECRW.  The members 
were Betty Baird, Cheree Barrett, Jane 
Dozier, Floy Poe, Dorothy Rodgers, and Sue 
Turner represented the ECRW and showed 
our support for President George Bush  Sue 
Turner has some picture of the float.
