Ellis County Pct. 2 consists of approximately 300+
miles of road. Pct. 2 is the largest precinct in the
Ellis County. This precinct consists of a Foreman,
14 full time road workers, 1 Mechanic and one
administrative assistant. Sammy Pleiner, Foreman,
is in charge of scheduling road work - including
bridge repairs. All precincts have basically the same
number of employees. Safety is a top priority in
Pct. 2; we strive to maintain the roads to be the best
we can with our present budget and manpower. We
maintain roads, ditches and bridges within our
budgetary guidelines for the betterment of all.

Many years ago, the Commissioner’s primary job
focus was road maintenance as well as
representing his or her precinct area as a member
of Commissioners’ Court. Today, focus has shifted
somewhat with a Foreman overseeing scheduling of
road work with him keeping the Commissioner
informed of road and bridge conditions Duties of
Commissioner have varied over the many years and
with the inevitable population growth, come
changes.

Appoints non-elected department heads and
standing committees.

Supervises and controls the county
courthouse, county buildings and facilities.
Adopts a county budget

Fills vacancies in elective and appointed
positions.

Has authority to authorize contracts in the
name of the county.

We're not so much rural anymore — we are dealing
with a new set of rules and regulations, but the bottom
line is the same-and that is to make Ellis County the
best it can be for all.

Precinct 2 faces many challenges because there are
very little incorporated areas in this precinct. As a
result we take in a large portion of the County to get
the population as required by federal law. The budget
has been divided evenly by precinct based on
population and not taking in consideration road miles.

Will publish a precinct map and RM & FM Budget next month.

On June 14, 1777, the Continental Congress
passed an act establishing an official flag for the
new nation. The resolution ordered that "the flag
of the United States be made of thirteen stripes,
alternate red and white; that the union be thirteen
stars, white in a blue field, representing a new
constellation." On August 3, 1949, President Harry
S Truman commemorated the occasion by
officially declaring June 14 as Flag Day.

Between 1777 and 1960, Congress passed
several acts that changed the shape, design and
arrangement of the flag and allowed stars and
stripes to be added to reflect the admission of
each new state.

While no one knows the exact origin of the first
American flag, some historians believe it was
designed by Congressman Francis Hopkinson
and sewn by Philadelphia seamstress Betsy Ross.

Amateur poet Francis Scott Key was so inspired
by the sight of the American flag still flying over
Baltimore's Fort McHenry after a British
bombardment that he wrote the "Star-Spangled
Banner" on September 14, 1814. It officially
became our national anthem in 1931.

In 1892, the flag inspired James B. Upham and
Francis Bellamy to write the "Pledge of
Allegiance." It was first published in a magazine
called The Youth's Companion.

The flag is normally flown from sunrise to
sunset.

In the morning, raise the flag briskly. At
sunset, lower it slowly. Always, raise and
lower it ceremoniously.

The American flag is always flown at the
top of the pole.

Never let your flag touch the ground.

Fold your flag when storing. Don't just
stuff it in a drawer or box.
